BANGALORE, DHNS: The Ban-
galore City police on Friday
demonstrated a traffic in-
terceptor at the Police Com-
missioner’s office premises.
The traffic interceptor, a
four-wheeler with mobile
crash research laboratory
and other facilities, will be
added to the traffic wing of

the Bangalore City police
shortly,. The interceptor
helps in identifying those
violating traffic norms and
the traffic police believe
that it would further make

their job easy.
The interceptor would
record everything right

from the accident scene to

speed limit of vehicles and
store the same in hard disc.
The stored information
could be used in tracing the
law breakers and be pro-
duced before the court as
and when required, said
Commissioner of Police N
M Achutha Rao.

soon be added to the police
department. Depending
upon the availability of
funds and requirements,
the number of Interceptors
to be purchased would be
decided. It might take 2-3
months for the police to in-
clude the Interceptor, he
added.
